Combined FESMCC/EDISMC Minutes

January 24, 2003

The chair of the FESMCC, Ms. Teresa Sorrenti of GSA, opened the meeting.  The last FESMCC/EDISMC meeting was held May of 2001, previously, meetings were held electronically.  Plans for future meetings will be quarterly or bi-annually.

Mr. Cedric Vessell of the EB Standards Office provided the following:

· Mid 905 plan – will bring JECPO to an end in FY04.  All systems except EMALL will come over to DISA 

· The EB Standards Office 

· Suffered a budget cut as the result of the Net-centric transformation

· Is developing a plan as well as other DOD systems to recover funding

· Will need to support the FWGs differently  

· May require a fee for service operation

· Areas identified as most important to the FESMCC/EDISMC include website support, IC development & technical analysis.  Ms. Sorrenti agreed with the need for web site support and IC maintenance.  If the EB Standards Office does not receive funding, the web site would be maintained and operated internally, however, there will be a learning curve.

· According to Mr. Vessell, a portion of funds received will be used for ICs that will be implemented in the near term. Mr. Rich Modrowski of LMI believes priority should be given to ICs already on the web site vice the development of new ICs.   Ms.Iretha Hughes of DFAS believes the ICs are just as important, and indicated Finance has about 7 urgent ICs.  Ms. Sandra Kline of Navy believes requirements for new IC development should be put into the POM.

Mr. Dan Lindner of DLA indicated an organization out of Dee Lees office is funding the development of Procurement ICs. Ms. Sorrenti asked if the funding source is from Mr. Mark Krzysko’s budget and the response was yes.  ATL funds all procurement IC development for SPS.

Federal ICs are not yet developed in the X12 version/release 4030.

Version/release 4010 is a requirement for SPS.

Ms. Kline suggested that the requirements for the 838 IC come from CCR’s budget.

DLMS ICs are being developed by the DLMS.

Mr. Vessel will include support for new IC development in the next funding plan.

Ms. Forey indicated that the EDISMC & FESMCC were established to support data standardization, not to support systems.

Ms. Kline indicated the requirements should already be in the system requirements.

Ms. Sorrenti indicated that GSA is probably the only other organization using logistics ICs.

Mr. Modrowski asked if the Civilian agencies are using or implementing ICs.  If so, how well are they working?  Ms. Sorrenti suggested that the web site could capture the number of hits it receives and identify visitors.

DLMSO is using EDIFECS to create XML schemas, and working w/DLIS and DISA to post & process the ICs for approval. 

Mr. Modrowski indicated that:

· X12 is doing more w/XML than the other standards bodies  

· X12 has sent their design rule document to UN/CEFACT

· The X12 Transportation Subcommittee is creating a XML Status Message.  They began by conducting Business Process Modeling.  Mr. Modrowski believes the groundwork is based on UML.

· SPS has it’s own XML tool. It was created by AMS, developed from Xcommerce, and will be supported by the DEBX.   Ms. Sorrenti asked if they are working w/ RosettaNet, the response was unknown.

Ms. Sorrenti believes Marion Royal, co-Chair of the Federal XML Work Group, intends to focus its XML efforts at the infrastructure and design level.

Mr. Dan Schneider of DOJ believes there are pockets of EDI activity throughout the Civilian agencies of which the CIO may not be aware.  He believes that there would be limited participation in a survey on XML because those working in XML are engaged and unavailable.  Mr. Schneider suggested that a letter from Mark Forman to agencies and departments requesting the amount of EDI/XML activity might prompt a response.  He then volunteered to assist Ms. Sorrenti in drafting this letter.  Another suggestion was to go the VANs and ask if they have any customers from the Civilian agencies.  

The FESMCC/EDISMC assume the Civilian agencies are not responding because their eBusiness needs are being met or perhaps they are waiting for XML.  We next discussed the type of information we’d like to obtain from the Civilian Agencies.  This information would help determine the future of the FESMCC/EDISMC, our strategy and direction. (Refer to the attachment for a copy of the type of information desired)

ONR developed a schema for the grants application – Mr. Stanford plans to give it to Charlie Havekost to have his contractor take a look.

Mr. Vessell believes the E-Gov initiatives focus on XML not EDI.

CCSFWG

Mr. Jensen mentioned a draft version of Part 11, Federal Implementation Guide for UN/CEFACT was sent to the group some time ago, but no additional action has been taken.  He provided a summary of changes in the Part 10. (Refer to the attachment for a copy of the CCSFWG presentation.)

FFWG

Ms. Hughes has approximately 7 high priority finance ICs that she needs expedited through the EDISMC/FESMCC approval process. (Refer to the attachment for a copy of the FFWG presentation.)

GFWG 

Mr. Stanford indicated that E-Grants intends to test a web portal grant application system this summer, using the SF 424 data (included in portions of TS 194) as its Core. The OMB request to extend the Review & Comment Period on the 194 was for the purpose of aligning its comments with the revised SF 424.  

GFWG solicited Civilian agencies to provide qualified representatives for a new group, called the Electronic Standards Work Group (ESWG) by the E-Grants PMO.  This embodies the Grants Functional Working Group and reports to the IAEGC for organizational purposes.  Responses came from the following entities:  Commerce, DoD, Energy, EPA, HHS, HUD, NSF, Treasury, Transportation, USAID, and Education.  The ESWG kickoff meeting is set for Wednesday, January 29th, at HHS.  First tasks include work on data standards for the grant announcement and the application.  Work will be shared with the Procurement Working Group to ensure resolution of overlapping grants/contracts data elements. 
E-grants is funding money to LMI.  (Refer to the attachment for a copy of the GFWG Status Report.)

Mr. Modrowski stated that the PFWG is creating an Implementation Guide (IG) for the 850 Purchase Order Transaction Set.  He indicated that the 860 Purchase Order Request Transaction Set will need an “IG” as well.  The guidelines of the PFWG is under the governance of ATL (Mark Krzysko). The group asked for an EDI police and they got one.  Kathleen Fink from ATL participates.
